On Holy Saturday, the dark time between the crucifixion on Good Friday and the resurrection on Easter Sun-
day, we will gather together at 1 p.m. to walk our CLCC prayer labyrinth as a symbolic journey into the dark-
ness of death that precedes the light of new life.  At this time we will reflect on the faithful discipleship of 
Mary Magdalene, who according to the Gospels remained with Jesus throughout the time of his death and res-
urrection.  Mary Magdalene was present at the crucifixion (Matt. 27:55-56; Mark 15:40; Luke 23:49; John 
19:25) and at the tomb where Jesus was laid for burial (Matt. 27:61; Mark 15:47; Luke 23:55-56.)  All four 
Gospels claim that Mary Magdalene was a witness to the resurrection (Matt. 28:1-10; Mark 16:1-11; Luke 24: 
1-11; John 20:1-18.)  The Gospel according to John says that it was Mary Magdalene who, following the in-
structions of Jesus, announced to the other disciples, ñI have seen the 
Lord!ò  On this basis the early church gave Mary Magdalene the title 
ñApostle to the Apostles.ò 

Mary Magdalene can serve as a model of trust and devotion for us as we 
participate as faithful disciples in the events of Holy Week.  When we walk 
the labyrinth on Holy Saturday, we will follow her way by maintaining a 
prayerful presence during this day of darkness that comes before the resur-
rection of our Lord Jesus Christ.

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It is my great pleasure to sit and write to you a few words as we begin the 
month of March. I have a particular appreciation for March. It is the breaking 
month between what feels like winter and what is beginning to feel like spring. The 
warmth of Marchôs springtime sunshine feels like the passion of life itself is baptiz-
ing creation. March is also when baseballôs spring training begins, and so my child-
like passion for the national pastime is finally satisfied again for another season. 
March is typically taken up in large part with the liturgical season of Lent, and so 
the passion of suffering along the wilderness road towards Easter usually leaves me more reverent of the king-
dom-come. And, well, this fine month wraps up with my birthday - so there is that.  

 

Weôll focus in March on the spiritual dynamic of Passion. This month in our worshiping we will ask our-
selves how it is that the biblical witness speaks of the experience of passion, how historically we have used 
passion to be the fuel of society-making, and how the Spirit of the living God might move among us through 
the vitality of a passionate faith. I hope you all share my curiosity around how passion relates to our journey-
ing towards a meaningful life. Join us in worship this month, and invite your neighbors and friends to join us 
as well in our considerations of the gospel. 

 

There are other events upcoming, besides worship, being hosted at the church which are worth an invita-
tion to your friends and neighbors - and there are a few schedule adjustments of which I want to make you 
aware.  Most pressing, the Opening of the Garden for Others event has been moved to the last Sunday of April 
(4.29.18). This is due to some troubling weather reports which could find us with a little late season snow in a 
couple weeks and to an opportunity for the Garden to be re-graded (which is really needed!). We will still re-
ceive your stewarded sweet pea plants during our worship services on March 11th, as planned. Our garden is a 
unique and powerful witness to how the Church can make meaningful impact on the wider community - both 
with the harvested crops and with the gospel proclamation that we steward this Garden entirely for Others. 
Please plan to attend the Opening event with us on April 29th.  

 

On Friday evening, March 23rd, at 7pm, there will be a lecture event in the Sanctuary featuring pastor, 
writer, and public speaker John Pavlovitz. This event will draw many interested neighbors from around north-
ern Georgia, and give Cherry Log CC the opportunity to share its gracious hospitality to those who might not 
have known we are here. I hope our congregation will come to welcome our guests and to hear Rev. Pav-
lovitzôs impassioned calling for óA Bigger Tableô of spiritual community in America.  

 

And finally, I want to share my own passionate thanks for the way this church has welcomed new faces 
into our congregational life. I also want to share my gratitude for those who have come to see what is happen-
ing here at Cherry Log CC more recently, and decided that they might too be part of this story-being-written. 
We are beginning to learn again what it means to be a growing church, what a passionate witness to the gospel 
means. And I want every person who is spiritually fed by their experiences with Cherry Log CC to feel invited 
into a more meaningful covenantal partnership with the church. For me, that is what membership does. Pro-
claiming membership within this church is a way to claim a deepening commitment to oneôs own life of faith 
and commitment to the passion of the gospel being made manifest in our own communities. When we opt-in 
with our whole selves, the power of the Spirit to bring the blessings of God is emboldened. And so, because I 
am passionate about creating environments where the Holy Spirit can be experienced, I am asking that every-
one consider their own ñmembershipò with this church. If you are already a member, how is it that your mem-
bership has undergirded your journey of faith? And how is it that you share those stories with others? If you 
are a regular attender, how can this church receive you more fully? And if you have recently come to begin 
worshiping with this church, what would confirm for you that Cherry Log is a worthy partner with which to 
seek out justice, love kindness, and walk humbly with your God? How can we better be a spiritual home for 
you? I encourage you to bring your questions and considerations on membership to me, I am eager for those 
conversations.

Revenue for January was $41,135 which exceeded expenses by $5,119.   Some members give on an annual, 
semi-annual or quarterly basis.  First quarter revenue figures are traditionally inflated by these contributions 
and do not always represent a normal going rate.   Average weekly attendance for January was 171, so the 
year is off to a good start.   

 As you may know, we are scheduled to renegotiate our mortgage in 2018.  Because the financial markets are 
projecting higher interest rates, Ted Minick and I reached out to Rick Reisinger, President, Disciples Church 
Extension Fund, to discuss accelerating our mortgage negotiation from July to March.  He was receptive and 
will meet with us in March to discuss the refinancing.  We look forward to keeping you informed of our dis-
cussions and the results of our discussions.

                                                  Eco-Palms for Palm Sunday 

As part of our Green Chalice initiative, our congregation will join many others this year in us-
ing ñeco-palmsò in our Palm Sunday observance.  The website ecopalms.org will give you 
more complete information, but here are some basics: the palm fronds come from Mexico and 
Guatemala. There are several species, so ours may not look just like those of another church. 
The forests in which these palms grow are protected because of the palms being there, and they 
are sustainably harvested. In addition, the harvesters get a fair price for the product. The Disci-
ples of Christ are one of several church bodies supporting this project. So when you wave your 
palm frond on Palm Sunday, remember that this year, our palms are supporting forests and peo-
ple who depend on them for income, in a fair and sustainable way.

In this effort, as the intentional work around mortgage relief begins, I wanted to ensure we start this process by 
asking you, our members and invested partners, for your best ideas and collective wisdom regarding potential 
solutions accelerate reduction of our mortgage balance. 
 

Already some folks have approached me with some ideas, and if a few of you have ideas - than many more 
might have some thinking along these lines as well! And so, I would love to hear from all of you! This issue is 
a congregation-wide problem, which I am convinced can best be addressed by congregation-wide solutions. 
As I see it, the core principle in this effort is to carry out the collective values of the congregants. That is to 
ask, how can we both enhance ministry and missions and engage in ways that significantly reduces our re-
maining two million dollars in outstanding mortgage responsibilities? 
 

In March, our Finance Chair Bill Groce and I will be having a conversation with the Board of Church Exten-
sion (BCE) on their required refinancing. It is my hope that we will gather some promising ideas, those which 
we are soliciting from our congregation, to present a coherent view of our collective approach in that brain-
storming session with BCE. 
 

So, in the next week or two especially, and thereafter, I would ask every person here at Cherry Log CC to 
come forward with your suggestions, comments, or even criticisms on current and future practices and activi-
ties. I am open and eager to hear all you have to say on this subject. Even if you simply need some of your 
questions answered ï donôt hesitate to reach out. Your participation in setting Cherry Log free from debt is 
very much needed and very much appreciated.
